10 TIPS FOR THE JOB INTERVIEW

1. Dig up information about the company before the interview so the employer knows that you came prepared and you are serious.

2. Ask questions about the position or company to make sure you know if this is the job you want and to show the employer you are interested. 

3. Remember good hygiene: brush your teeth, wash you face, wear deodorant, and iron your clothes. First impressions go a long way.

4. Dress appropriately: Look professional and not too fancy or casual. 

5. Be polite: Greet the interviewer and shake his/ her hand when you both first meet. Respond to all of the questions asked. At the end of the interview, shake hands again and say thank you.

6. Have a good attitude: Smile and be positive. 

7. Show that you are interested while the interviewer is talking: Make eye contact, nod your head, and lean forward (not too close).

8. Speak clearly when answering questions. Make sure not to mumble so the interviewer can understand you. Do not chew gum! Avoid using slang words. 

9. Be confident – tell the employer what you can do for them. 
10. Be thoughtful, send a thank you note immediately after you interview.
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
